ASSESSMENT OF LEARNING ENVIRONMENT
Jasmine is enrolled in a self-contained 4th & 5th gr. classroom in a self-contained school building/ SED Program. The class consists of 7 boys and 2 girls (including Jasmine).  Disabilities of students include LD, Autism, and SED.  Four adults (eg.Teacher, Paraprofessional,1:1 classmate, 1:1 Jasmine,).  Social Worker is assigned to classroom.  The classroom is visited once a week by an O.T.  A Speech Therapist visits Jasmine and other students twice a week.
INTERPRETATION OF TEST RESULTS
Jasmine scores at a significant lower end range in the area of mathematics ( ie.,  Numerical Operations and Math Reasoning ).  This is evident in the school work completed and assistance provided.  Jasmine is taught  caluclator skills to assist in math skills.

Jasmine scored at the lower end in the area of reading (ie.,  Word Reading, Reading Comprehension).  Her word reading is slightly higher than her comprehension of what she has read
