Dear Parent/Guardian:

Your Child has been found to have head lice. Head lice are not the result of unsanitary homes or poor personal hygiene. Anyone, any age, can get them. They are usually transmitted by direct contact with a person who has lice or through sharing of personal possessions such as combs, hairbrushes, hats, scarves, or coats. The most important symptom of head lice is an itchy scalp.

Head lice do not jump, but they move quickly, making them difficult to see. As a result, diagnosis is usually made by finding louse eggs (nits) along the shaft of the hair near the scalp. Most often, clusters of nits are teardrop in shape and can be yellow-brown, gray, or white in color.

Treatment of head Lice
Please contact your child’s physician, and he or she will advise you about the necessary treatment. 

Method of control

The student with head lice is excluded from school until proof of treatment is provided. 
Re-admittance to school
Your child may return to school 24 hours following treatment. Please send a written note to me verifying that the treatment was given. Also send the box label from the product used to treat your child. Your child’s hair will be checked y me, the school nurse, upon return to the school. You will be notified y the phone if lice are still present because your child will not be able to remain at school.
