Dear Parent/Guardian:

A case of ringworm, a fungal infection, has been reported in your child’s classroom. I am passing on this information to you so you can help control the spread of this disease and protect the health of your child. Please observe your child and if there are symptoms present, keep your child at home and call your child’s physician. 

Symptoms

Begins as a small pimple, slowly spreading outward in a circular fashion.   The skin lesions may become raised and fluid filled.  Lesions may occur on the scalp.  The scalp lesions are scaly, and balding patches with broken-off hairs may appear. 
Treatment
The physician will advise you about the course of action/treatment to take for your child.

Transmission of Ringworm

Incubation period is 10 to 14 days. Direct skin-to-skin contact or indirect contact with articles such as cloth theater seats, barber clippers, combs, brushes, hats, or clothing contaminated with hairs from infected individuals or animals. The ringworm fungus is contagious as long as active lesions are present and untreated.

Method of Control

Cover untreated lesions. The child should not return to school until after 24 hours of treatment. A physician’s note documenting treatment is required in order for the child to return to school.
