Dear Parent/Guardian:

A case of strep throat has been reported in your child’s classroom. I am passing this information on to you so that you can help control the spread of this disease and protect the health of your child. Please observe your child and if he/she develops any symptoms of strep throat, keep him/her at home, and contact your child’s physician.

Symptoms

Fever, sore throat, enlarged painful lymph nodes in the neck, enlarged tonsils, difficulty swallowing, white to strawberry red colored tongue, bad breath.

Treatment

The doctor should confirm the diagnosis and advise you about the treatment for your child.

Method of Control

Incubation period is usually 1 to 3 days. Transmission of the bacteria causing strep throat is by direct person to person contact with nasal or mouth secretions, or by ingestion of contaminated food. Children with strep throat are excluded from school until they have received 24 hours of the prescribed treatment and have a normal body temperature for 24 hours. The spread of strep throat can be decreased with proper hand washing, covering the mouth and nose when coughing or sneezing, and completing the prescribed treatment.
